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Today, much like all non-profits, the Field Foundation is challenged with doing more with less. 
That said, the Foundation remains committed to our six core funding areas: Urban and Community 
Affairs, Arts and Culture, Community Welfare, Health, Education and Environment as we continue 
to allocate total grant dollars at the highest level in our Foundation’s history. For a reflection of 
the types of grants and organizations that we have supported over the past two fiscal years, 
please visit our 2009/2010 Biennial report on this website.
 
In addition to our core funding areas, the Foundation also remains dedicated to working toward an 
end to violence in Chicago communities and its inner‐ring suburbs. In that regard, this past summer 
we reinstituted our Safe Kids, Safe Schools summer grants program. Along with the list of grants 
that have been awarded over the past three years, we have outlined our on-going commitment to 
addressing this pressing issue in “The Field Foundation Statement with Regard to Funding of 
Community Violence”; both of which are posted on our website.
